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Today, we cannot imagine a time when China had no unified government or when warlords were divided. The enemy of the
Japanese Army's rampage was Chiang Kai-shek, who was in the process of forming a unified government. Chiang Kai-
shek's war plan against Japan was a grand war of attrition, which, looking back at Japan's defeat, was spot on. However, it
is also surprising that it involves a huge area and large number of citizens. Japan lost to Chiang Kai-shek three times. (vol.1)
There was a unified strategy in the overall plan compared to Japan, where the army and navy were fragmented.

Chiang Kai-shek spoke at the secret meeting in Lushan on July 13, 1934, saying, "Japan's continued invasion of China will
inevitably invite intervention from the world." (Omitted) According to Chiang, there were two reasons why foreign
intervention was inevitable. First, Japan would have to infringe on the interests of the world in China during the invasion.
Second, Japan's goal was to become the leader of the East and to seize hegemony in the Pacific. In order to prepare for war
with the US and the Soviet Union, Japan would have to first conquer China and use it as a foothold. (Omitted)

Chiang Kai-shek's plan for a protracted war against Japan was to fight in the Yangtze River basin, in Shanghai, Nanjing, and
Wuhan, in the first stage, to induce the great powers to impose military sanctions on Japan and launch an intervention war
against it. If this was not possible, in the second stage he planned to develop the economies of hinterlands such as Yunnan
and Sichuan provinces and fight a long-term war of attrition, ultimately defeating Japan in a world war that would follow the

Second Sino-Japanese War.
In the 1930s, there was a four-character idiom posted in Chiang Kai-shek'’s study that Peirce Conso
CP2023-C02-00 said “Strike down an external enemy with the power of another external enemy.” 2023
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
